Course Description

This course will introduce you to the German language and culture, using theme-related vocabulary, grammatical structures and authentic materials. Students will practice speaking, writing, reading and listening to German. At the end of this semester, students will be able to communicate in German regarding the following situations: 

personal information about yourself, your friends and family;

your favorite activities at college and in your leisure time;

personal objects of daily use at college and at home;

small talk and simple conversations about the weather, your feelings, your private life, dates and times of the day;

formal and informal dialogues.

You will also compare aspects of German-speaking and American cultures such as geography and landscapes; poetry, literature, school and university life, informal and formal addresses, and the labor market.

By the end of the semester you will express present, past and future events in simple statements and questions by applying the vocabulary and grammar that you have practiced in class and at home and in the language lab.

Students are required to go to the language lab at least once a week. They have to come prepared to class in order to participate  Students of 101 are strongly encouraged to enroll in 470:103, Elementary German Lab, which meets on Mondays 5th Period in LLB 119 

(CAC: 20 Seminary Place). This one-credit course provides an organized review of important course material with exciting activities.

Homework can be an exercise in the workbook, doing research, or an exercise on the internet or any other assignment. Most homework assignments are listed in the syllabus, but some may be added in class. Students are encouraged to come to office hours to talk to the instructor at least once during the semester to discuss their progress in class.
