This course will be conducted entirely in German.  

This class is designed to quickly deepen your German knowledge. We will train your speaking skills in class discussion, as well as your writing skills in the essay assignments. Moreover, your reading skills as well as your critical thinking skills will be challenged in the assigned readings. Listening comprehension will be increased in class discussion, but also in several oral tests that will take place in the langlab. Also, there will be a review and deepening of the grammar of 101 and 102, 121 and 122. I will incorporate the language lab, videos and audiotapes into our class sessions 

Course Objective: 

The aim of this course is to provide you with a sound basis for learning German as it is spoken and written today. You will be presented with opportunities to communicate in concrete situations in which you will actively use many of the basic structures of everyday conversation and writing, master the basic features of the sound and writing system, and utilize a basic vocabulary. This course will also introduce you to contemporary life and culture in German speaking countries.
