Rules and Regulations

The goal of this course is to introduce you to the German language.  Your success in this course—and ultimately in understanding, speaking, reading, and writing German—depends on the effort and work you put into it.  To that end, everything we do in class and everything you do as homework is intended to help you develop the four skills listed above.

The assignments listed on this syllabus will require you to review your class notes, make use of your textbook and workbook, and to visit the language lab.  These assignments will be collected and/or spot-checked regularly and assigned a grade.  In addition, you are also required to complete a pre-class assignment prior to each class meeting; this will give you an opportunity to attack the material at your own pace.  I would also recommend that you invest in a soft-cover German-English/English-German dictionary.

Assignments which are incomplete or undone at the time they are collected/checked will receive a grade of zero.  Attendance is especially important in a beginning language class; departmental policy requires that after 2 unexcused absences, your final grade will be lowered by .5 (for example from “B+” to “B”).  Departmental policy also requires that we collect a fee of $3.00 from each student to cover photocopying costs beyond tests and quizzes.

Please note that the use of cellular telephones, pagers, and text messaging devices is absolutely not permitted.  Anyone found using one during class will receive a 0 for that day’s participation.
