Women Writers of the Post-War Period: Bachmann, Jelinek, Mayröcker
Description: 

In this course we will examine the works of Austrian women writers of the post-1945 period. While we will focus on the Nobel-prize winner Elfriede Jelinek, we will also look at her predecessor, Ingeborg Bachmann, and Jelinek’s contemporary Friederike Mayröcker. Issues we will discuss include the relationship of fascism to gender, body politics, “écriture féminine,” mourning, post-dramatic theater, and the role of art in the public sphere. We will study the stylistic experiments of the three writers and their relationship to the Austrian avant-garde.
