Women in Modern German Drama: From Sacrificial Lamb to Femme Fatale

This course will examine the representation of women in the seminal works of Hauptmann, Toller, Wedekind and Borchert. Our readings and discussions will probe the presence of the conventional dualisms centered around female identity that were prominent in this period, that is to say victim of oppression or perceived social threat in these works as well as the possibilities for a broadened continuum of female identity that they may or may not present. A significant portion of our classroom time will be dedicated toward brainstorming and workshopping pedagogical strategies for discussing these questions.
