Course Description

In this course you will practice all four-language skills—listening, speaking, writing, and reading—during each class session. Since you have already been introduced to German in previous courses, the aim of this particular course is to develop even further your language skills with a sound basis for learning German as it is spoken and written today. You will be given opportunities to communicate in concrete situations in which you will actively use many structures of everyday conversation and writing, master some of the features of the sound and writing system, and utilize adequate vocabulary. At the end of this semester, you will be able to communicate in German regarding the following situations: Personal information about yourself, your friends and family; your favorite activities at college and in your leisure time; personal objects of daily use at college and at home, your talents, plans, and obligations in life; small talk and simple conversations about the weather, your feelings, your private life, dates and times of the day; formal and informal dialogues. You will also become more familiarized with the contemporary life and culture in German speaking countries such as everyday lifestyle, school and university life, informal and formal addresses, and labor market.

By the end of the semester, you will use German to express present, past and future events in complete statements and questions by applying the vocabulary and grammar that you have practiced in class, at home, and in the language lab through texts, dialogues, songs, games and other means. 

The foundational classroom work will be supplemented with required reading and writing assignments, to be done at home, and weekly listening and speaking exercises, as well as fairly short oral tests, to be completed in the language labs.

Attendance
