Course Description

This is an instructor-guided laboratory practicum based on intensive use of media, designed
for the improvement of aural/oral skills. Practice involves the use of text related audiotapes
and videotapes, individual and group work, and recordings of student speech for evaluation of
pronunciation and fluency.

Prerequisites: None. This course is designed for beginner students who have no prior
knowledge of German.
